To the extent supplies are available, the PROVIDER or the PROVIDER SCIENTIST agree to make the MATERIAL available, under a separate Material Transfer Agreement for the Transfer of Organisms to other scientists for teaching or not-for-profit research purposes only. 

5. The RECIPIENT agrees to acknowledge the source of the MATERIAL in any publications reporting use of it. 

6. Any MATERIAL delivered pursuant to this Agreement is understood to be experimental in nature and may have hazardous properties. THE PROVIDER MAKES NO REPRESENTATIONS AND EXTENDS NO WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, EITHER EXPRESSED OR IMPLIED. THERE ARE NO EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, OR THAT THE USE OF THE MATERIAL WILL NOT INFRINGE ANY PATENT, COPYRIGHT, TRADEMARK, OR OTHER PROPRIETARY RIGHTS. Unless prohibited by law, RECIPIENT assumes all liability for claims for damages against it by third parties which may arise from RECIPIENT’s use, storage or disposal of the MATERIAL except that, to the extent permitted by law, the PROVIDER shall be liable to the RECIPIENT when the damage is caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the PROVIDER.

DUPONT ADDENDUM FOR USE IF NIH IS THE PROVIDER

Accordingly and without limitation, the RECIPIENT is not permitted under this Material Transfer Agreement to use any Material to test compounds for any commercial purpose or for the direct benefit of any for-profit institution or use the Material for the production of products for any commercial purpose or for the direct benefit of any for-profit institution. 

(b) The Material may not be transferred by the RECIPIENT to any third parties (except as may be permitted under a written agreement between the RECIPIENT and DuPont).

Instructions (for Scientists Requesting Materials from NIDCR)

This Material Transfer Agreement for the Transfer of Organisms (MTA-TO) is for transferring the allele of a transgenic organism.  NOTE: The Animal Transfer Agreement (ATA) is a separate agreement that  covers the transfer of the actual animals.  The ATA is processed by NIDCR’s Animal Shipping Coordinator.
1. Replace the BLUE TEXT in this sample agreement with your information. If the information does not apply to you, leave the field blank. 
2. Define "MATERIAL" at the top of the form by listing the allele within the transgenic organism. In the second red box list the strain and the name of the organism housing the allele  (e.g. Swiss Black mouse). If you are uncertain of the strain or nomenclature, contact the NIDCR investigator for clarification.  
3. Write a brief research plan.  Avoid terms that identify you or your colleagues personally, such as “we”, “I”, “my lab”, etc.
4. On the second page, indicate the name of the “PROVIDER SCIENTIST,“ that is the Principal Investigator at NIDCR who will be providing the MATERIAL in the section below “PROVIDER INFORMATION and AUTHORIZED SIGNATURE.” A directory of NIDCR staff is available here: http://www.nidcr.nih.gov/AboutNIDCR/StaffDirectory. 

5. Fill in the first and last name of the “RECIPIENT SCIENTIST” in the section below “RECIPIENT INFORMATION and AUTHORIZED SIGNATURE.”  

6. Fill in the legal name for your university or institution next to “RECIPIENT Organization.”  This is not your lab, nor your department.  Do not include your department or laboratory name.

7. Provide an official address for your organization.  We will use this address to return an original copy of the fully executed agreement if one is requested. (Fully executed means that the agreement was signed by authorized officials at each institution.)

8. Determine who the Authorized Official is from your organization. This person is an official authorized to sign Material Transfer Agreements on behalf of your Institution or University. Usually he or she is the head of your technology transfer office, intellectual property office, a Dean of Research, or an administrative official. The Authorized Official does not necessarily have an academic appointment. Fill in the name and job title of the Authorized Official. If you are not certain what the job title is, ask your Authorized Official and they will provide this information.
9. Fill in your shipping address on the top of the Other Addendum. Next, fill in the email address of the authorized official. 
10. If your institution requires an original copy of the fully executed agreement, check the appropriate box on the Other Addendum. If you have a preference, indicate to whom the agreement should be delivered: the RECIPIENT SCIENTIST, the RECIPIENT’s Authorized Official, or the RECIPIENT CONTACT. Type in the name, address, and email address of the contact person if this is different than the Authorized Official or RECIPEINT SCIENTIST.
11. Send the electronic copy of the agreement via email to NIDCReMTA@mail.nih.gov.  We will generate an Identification Number (MTA ID#) for the agreement which will help speed processing.   We will also review the agreement for errors before you mail the original.  The PROVIDER SCIENTIST will need this ID# when submitting a shipping request for live animals to NIDCR’s Animal Shipping Coordinator.
12. Wait for us to review the agreement and reply with a MTA ID#. Print out two copies of the agreement.
13. Have the RECIPIENT SCIENTIST sign and date both copies of the agreement above "RECIPIENT SCIENTIST " next to the RED ARROW.

14. Ask the Authorized Official to sign and date above "Signature of Authorized Official” next to the GREEN ARROW. If you are the RECIPIENT SCIENTIST and you intend to sign the form yourself as the Authorized Official, you must confirm that you are authorized to execute Material Transfer Agreements.  If you falsely represent yourself as the authorized official, there may be negative personal and/or professional repercussions. 

15. Mail both copies of the agreement to the PROVIDER CONTACT.  

16. Please include the MTA ID# on any correspondence. 
If this agreement is filled out completely and accurately we can process your request quickly.  If there are mistakes or if contact information is wrong or incomplete, there can be significant delays.  Thank you for your help in providing the information we need so delays can be minimized.
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
